Add items your child can scoop and pour 
with to bath time (cups, beach toys, etc.). 
As your child scoops and pours, talk about 
how a woman went to a well to get some 
water. When she got to the well, Jesus was 
there. Jesus told her that He is God’s Son, 
and He wants to be her friend forever!
